6. Accidental release measures

Do not touch damaged containers or spilled material unless wearing appropriate protective
clothing.

Use only
non-sparking tools. Neutralize with lime or soda ash. Collect spillage. Prevent entry into
waterways, sewer, basements or confined areas. Stop the flow of material, if this is without risk.

Large Spills: Wet down with water and dike for later disposal. Shovel the material into waste
container. Following product recovery, flush area with water.

Small Spills: Sweep up or vacuum up spillage and collect in suitable container for disposal.
